VISUAL INSTALLATIONS

The 2005 North of Nowhere Expo features over 350 pieces of visual art including a comic art exhibition at Happy Harbor Comics, and a massive anti-war poster exhibition split between three venues: the Stanley A. Milner Library (downtown branch), the Red Strap Market (across from the courthouse) and the Bomb Shelter, our primary music venue (see Venue page for addresses). 

We are also pleased to present a huge exhibition of 14,000 peace cranes care of Project Ploughshares (Edmonton Chapter) and the Near Shima Hospital Photo Panorama Project, which were created to commemorate the 60th Anniversary of the Hiroshima Bombing. Last but not least, we're presenting a small preview of the Transcend: Arts & Peace Network (T:AP) members' exhibition which will be released at the International Peace Research Association (IPRA) Conference and the T:AP Members' Conference in Calgary 2006 (June 29 - July 3 & July 3-5 respectively). 

All visual exhibitions will be installed for public viewing between Sept. 16-30, 2005, with exception to the Stanley A. Milner Library exhibition, which will remain installed and open to the public between Sept. 5 - Oct. 30, 2005.

BIZARRO won three consecutive Reuben Awards between 2000-2002 from the National Cartoonists Society for Best Cartoon Panel of the Year. Near Shima Hospital: The Hiroshima Panorama Project, Photography of October, 1945

Out of print since 1975, through special arrangement with the original publisher in Japan, Near Shima Hospital has made available again the three photo-panoramas of the destroyed city of Hiroshima. This is a not-for-profit project created for education about the effects of nuclear war. The project has no official connection with the city of Hiroshima, nor with Shima Hospital there, but the project coordinators believe both would support this effort. The project name is taken from the title given to one of the panoramas in 1973. The panoramas are:

1. NEAR SHIMA HOSPITAL (Ground level from the hypocenter) by U.S. Research Group. Almost 360 degrees , Paper: 13.75" X 91.5"; Photo: 10.25" X 89.25" 

2. FROM THE (roof top) FORMER CHUGOKU SHIMBUN BLDG. by Shigeo Hayashi; 360 degrees , Paper: 13.75" X 106.6"; Photo: 10.25" X 104.5" 

3. FROM THE (roof top) HIROSHIMA CHAMBER OF COMMERCE BLDG. by Shigeo Hayashi; 360 degrees , Paper: 13.75" X 106.5"; Photo: 8.1" X 102.4" 

The panoramas show the physical effects of a small (15 kiloton) nuclear weapon on a city of 400,000. Japanese and English text in the photo border indicates significant landmarks. This is a remarkable photo-record of an extraordinary historical event. Displayed, they should provoke serious thought from students and adults.

Project Ploughshares' Hiroshima 60th Anniversary Commemoration Peace Cranes Project:

SADAKO'S STORY: The paper crane has become an international symbol of peace in recent years as a result of it's connection to the story of a young Japanese girl named Sadako Sasaki born in 1943. Sadako was two years old when the atom bomb was dropped on Hiroshima, Japan on August 6, 1945. As she grew up, Sadako was a strong, courageous and athletic girl. In 1955, at age 11, while practicing for a big race, she became dizzy and fell to the ground. Sadako was diagnosed with Leukemia, "the atom bomb" disease. Sadako's best friend told her of an old Japanese legend which said that anyone who folds a thousand paper cranes would be granted a wish. Sadako hoped that the gods would grant her a wish to get well so that she could run again. She started to work on the paper cranes and completed over 1000 before dying on October 25, 1955 at the age of twelve. The point is that she never gave up. She continued to make paper cranes until she died. Inspired by her courage and strength, Sadako's friends and classmates put together a book of her letters and published it. They began to dream of building a monument to Sadako and all of the children killed by the atom bomb. Young people all over Japan helped collect money for the project. In 1958, a statue of Sadako holding a golden crane was unveiled in Hiroshima Peace Park. The children also made a wish which is inscribed at the bottom of the statue and reads: "This is our cry, This is our prayer, Peace in the world". Today, people all over the world fold paper cranes and send them to Sadako's monument in Hiroshima. 

MISSION STATEMENT/HISTORY: This year marks the 60th anniversary of the dropping of the atomic bombs on Hiroshima and Nagasaki. Project Ploughshares Edmonton called on citizens of the Edmonton Capital Region to reflect on the consequences of that horrible event that changed the world forever, appointed a steering committee and provided a grant to begin planning and preparations of an appropriate event which would honour the victims, express our sorrow, raise awareness, work towards the total elimination of nuclear weapons, and promote lasting peacemaking actions. The result was 19 schools in the greater Edmonton area each contributing 1000+ cranes each, and included ancillary actions such as essay contests for junior and senior high students, origami crane making for elementary school students, art displays in public venues and a Shadow Project which was designed to invoke a symbolic landscape of Hiroshima and Nagasaki at ground zero where the heat of the atomic blast vaporized human beings, leaving only a shadow image etched permanently into the pavement. This special project was launched on August 6, 2005 at Edmonton's City Hall and the NoN Expo is honoured to be able to further present this exhibition to the public.

They’ve been the most popular band in Whistler for most of their five years together. SNA’s new album “Lovenasium” was released in May to appreciative audiences across the great white west. They've killed three tour vans and have gone all the way across Canada four times. They’ve opened for Choclair and had Three Days Grace open for them. Born on the politically torn and revolution shook island of Haiti, Pascal Gayne was orphaned at a young age beyond his memory. He managed to survive the hard times and violence and poverty of his country and ended up being adopted and relocated to Edmonton Alberta at the age of 11 years. Although young, his formative pre-teen years have left a huge love of his culture and his history. He is Haitian through and through. Having always been inspired by his strong connection to the church and his faith, Pascal was always around the singing and preaching that comes along with it. 


Inspired by the likes of R. Kelly., Wyclef Jean and other hip hop and R&B artists, Gayne's style has been developing into a unique voice that while vibrant and fresh, has a penetrating sincerity and hopefulness that is immediately recognizable. What sets him apart him from other R&B artists is his youthful timbre voice and his creative ability to form classic vibes with ease. A hazardous mix of waste is flushed into the sewer every day. The billions of litres of water—combined with unknown quantities of chemicals, solvents, heavy metals, human waste and food—where does it all go? And what does it do to us? From ancient times, countries have chosen the sewer to get rid of household and industrial waste, yet the contaminants we flush resurface in our food chain. Fish swim through waste water dumped into rivers, while sewage sludge is spread on farmland as fertilizer. Filmed in Italy, India, Sweden, the United States and Canada, this bold documentary questions whether the sewer

is actually compounding our waste problems. While scientists warn of links between sewage practices and potential health risks, activists, engineers and concerned citizens challenge our fundamental attitudes to waste. It centers on college students enjoying their latest T-shirts oblivious to the exploited workers in Honduran maquilas or clothing factories where garments are produced. The workers sew and work at a furious pace to meet quotas of 300 garments a day for wages of $3 a day. The documentary turns on efforts by the producer Medea Benjamin and her daughter, Arlene, trying to get to see conditions inside a Honduran clothing factory. They are fended off by the owners' agents. (Despite that, they managed to shoot high-quality footage of workers frantically striving to meet their quotas.) Workers who seek to unionize are threatened with jail or simply fired. There are no health benefits; children leave school to work and are then too exhausted to continue at night schools that they can't afford anyway. The video ends with scenes of protests against the sweatshops by U.S. union organizers and students. From one spokesman we learn that a cap that sells for $20 at a college store yields but eight cents for the person who sewed over it. We also hear of some encouraging actions by colleges such as Brown University that have committed to doing no business with exploitive factories.

Their union, The Canadian Seaman's Union (CSU), brought the 8-hour day, sick leaves and pay increases to an industry known for low wages and brutal working conditions. After the war, when the Liberal government of Louis St. Laurent began to privatize the merchant

fleet, the CSU strongly opposed the sell-off. The Canadian government and shipowners initiated a campaign to discredit the CSU. It was a time of fear, confusion and betrayal. This documentary tells the little-known struggle of merchant seamen to save the merchant fleet and their livelihood. Poster Design & Leafletting: A description of how activists make leaflets & posters, with a comparison of various posters used in the past, what was good , what was bad. Also, a few tips on how to design posters oneself, both using the diy cut and paste method and also newer methods utilizing computer technology, and suggestions on how to combine image-oriented posters with information and create a leaflet.

Poster Application: Methods of applying posters to various surfaces. They also warn of possible disruption of the subtle magnetic energies of our Earth and ourselves. Narrated by Martin Sheen, the film investigates HAARP, its history and implications, and examines the dangers and benefits of high and low frequencies and of electromagnetic technology. Holes in Heaven? strives to give a fair and accurate appraisal of HAARP, and brings before the public, vital information about a project which could have a dramatic effect upon our entire world.

On December 2, 1984, the release of poisonous methylisocyanate gas from the Union Carbide plant in Bhopal, India killed tens of thousands of people and maimed hundreds of thousands more. THE INFO BELOW PROVIDES GENERAL INFO REGARDING CHILDCARE & ACCESSIBILITY ISSUES (including PUBLIC TRANSIT):
What about the kids? Many NoN Expo events are child-friendly and kids 14 & under automatically get free admission, when accompanied by an adult caregiver.
